RocsetTM

An efficient replacement for timber sets and steel arches where yieldability is 
required. Rocsets are effective in ground that is too friable for drilling. The 100% 
roof cover is actively installed.

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In-Stope Support
Preferred support system in both seismic and high closure environments. 
Typical deep level hardrock mine applications, between 0.9m - 6m.

Bullnose/Tunnel Intersection Support 
Replace ineffective and costly timber pack (cribs) at tunnel intersections. It is an easy means of reducing the effective span.

Reef intersection support
A specialised installation which caters for high stress changes and large deformation ranges while stoping through pre-development.

Brow support
Undercutting of brows to reduce the amount of external waste, often associated with mining narrow ore-bodies.

Winch Area Support
Effectively supports hanging walls at remote locations, such as winch beds.

Systematic Roadway support
When systematically installed, the Rocprops are capable of providing sufficient support

Vent wall construction
An easy method of constructing ventilation walls, especially where blast resistance is required.

Beltdrive support
An active and yielding support system that 

is slender in design and therefore does not 

impede ventilation flow.

Brow support
Actively supports overhanging brows.
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
